Fifteen-year-old Greta of Pearsall 
is well on her way. She has just 
competed in the junior World 
Championships in Switzerland for  
15 to 20-year-olds.

As the youngest competitor, she 
came 31st in the top international 
field - and is now in training at 
Austria’s ski capital Innsbruk, site 
of the next winter Olympics.

Speaking by Skype from Austria, 
Greta’s mother Diane said the 
City of Wanneroo’s $500 sporting 
sponsorship was fantastic.

“As the youngest member of 
Australia’s alpine skiing team, 
Greta is training very hard to reach 
her dream - and it’s great that the 
people at home are behind her,” 
Mrs Small said.

“Greta has just won the Rising 
Star Award for all Australian snow 
sports. It was a great thrill and she 
now has her eye on Australia’s only 
spot in the Olympic skiing events.

“Her dad Boyd and nan and pop 
Irene and Wern Dunwoodie are at 
home in Pearsall wishing her all the 
best.”

Greta is one of many young local 
people the City of Wanneroo 
is helping reach their sporting 
dreams.

After being selected to represent 
WA, we set off on our trip to 
Sydney to attend the Surf Life 
Saving National competition 
and to compete at two other 
carnivals being held at Manly and 
Freshwater Surf Lifesaving Clubs. 

On arrival in Sydney we were 
taken to the Sydney Institute of 
Sport, where we settled into our 
dormitories and explored the facilities 
- which included a sports recovery 
centre.   

We were awoken at 5.15am for the 
Manly competition which included a 
board race, iron person and 2km run.

Considering the number of people 
who attended the Manly carnival 

-100 girls in our age group and rated 
the second biggest Surf Lifesaving 
carnival in Australia, we felt proud 
to have made the finals in several 
events, with Georgia placing third in 
the 2km beach run.

In the pool, Elise placed second in 
the 200 metre obstacles and at 
Queenscliff Beach, WA came third 
behind NSW and Qld in the surf 
events.

Our final competition was the 
Freshwater carnival where we placed 
second in the final of the board relay 
and made the finals of the board race.  

This was our first time being part of 
the WA team and also our first trip 
to Sydney. 

The opportunity to compete against 
the best in Australia, was a fantastic 
experience and we would like to 
thank the City of Wanneroo for their 
kind sponsorship, which helped us to 
attend these competitions.

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$35 million of new roads underway or complete

The City of Wanneroo continues 
to invest heavily in a major 
network of new roads to improve 
transport for residents of our  
fast-growing City. 

“Total road projects now underway 
and recently completed exceed  
$35 million,” said Mayor Jon Kelly.  

$8.5 million is being spent on 
the Pinjar Road Realignment and 
Upgrade, Ashby/Tapping 

The City’s crews are on schedule, 
with the first stage between 
Wanneroo Road and  Carosa Road/
Messina Drive now open with traffic 
signals at Wanneroo Road.

$4.5 million Mirrabooka Ave 
Extension, Landsdale/Darch

The new extension between 
Hepburn Avenue and Heathfield 
Drive, connecting to Madeley Street/
Gnangara Road was opened to traffic 
in late March 2011. 

$0.5 million Hester Avenue/
Wanneroo Road Intersection 
Upgrade (Traffic Signals), 
Neerabup 

Design for traffic lights has been 
completed with final approval being 
sought from Main Roads WA.

Commencement of this project is 
subject to land excision in Neerabup 
National Park and extinguishment 
of Native Title of unallocated Crown 
Land on either side of Hester Avenue. 

The City is hoping this process will 
be finalised this year. Works are 
tentatively scheduled to begin in 
January/February 2012, taking about 
three months to complete.  

The project will add an extra right 
turn lane from Hester Avenue into 
Wanneroo Road and traffic lights.  
The project will be funded by the 
Federal Government’s Black Spot 
program.

 
 
 

$3.5 million Hepburn Avenue Dual 
Carriageway (Stage 1), Alexander 
Heights/Landsdale

Dual carriageway between Alexander 
Drive and Mirrabooka Avenue is 
open to traffic.

This project was also completed in 
April 2011.

$13.2m Ocean Reef Road 
Extension

Construction on the $13.2 million 
stage two extension of Ocean Reef 
Road is well underway, with the 
project expected to be completed in 
February 2012.

Mayor Kelly said the extension, part 
of the Better Roads for Wanneroo 
program, will complete a major  
east-west regional road link, 
benefiting industry, residents and 
visitors to the area.

“This project will vastly improve the 
transport option for our residents, 

as well as those visiting the thriving 
Wangara industrial area,” Mayor 
Kelly said. “The City is continuing its 
investment to develop better roads to 
provide for our growing population.”

The project involves a 2.5km dual 
carriageway extension from Prestige 
Parade, Wangara to Alexander Drive, 
Gnangara, including a 1.5m wide 
sealed shoulder for on-road cycling.

Mirrabooka Avenue will be extended 
through to Ocean Reef Road, and a 
new roundabout will be constructed 
at its intersection with Gnangara 
Road.

Road connections will be made at 
Priest Road, Coverwood Promenade, 
Sydney Road and Mirrabooka 
Avenue, with new traffic signals at 
the latter two intersections.

A dual-use 2.5m wide path will run 
the entire length of the southern side 
of Ocean Reef Road, and landscaping 
will also be carried out.

The stage one extension, from 
Hartman Drive to Prestige Parade, 
was completed in March 2009. The 
Federal Government has contributed 
more than $7m to the $18m two 
stage project.

$3.35 million Joondalup Drive 
Dual Carriageway, Carramar

City crews have begun a second 
carriageway of Joondalup Drive from 
St Stephens Crescent to Tumbleweed 
Drive, including a 1.5m wide sealed 
shoulder for cycling and 2.5m 
concrete dual use path. This project is 
also continuing.

$1.75 million Joondalup Drive 
Pedestrian Improvements, 
Banksia Grove

Road widening and drainage are 
complete and the last of the street 
light poles have been erected. This 
project was completed in April 2011.

Dundebar Road, Wanneroo

Dundebar Road is being widened 
between Rocca Way and Wanneroo 
Road to reduce traffic congestion. 

This $200,000 project involves 
construction of a second right turn 
lane onto Wanneroo Road and 
extension of the left turn lane. 

A new splitter island will also be 
installed to accommodate modified 
traffic signals.

Pinjar Road, Ashby/Tapping

Motorists are now travelling on the 
newly constructed section of the 
Pinjar Road realignment between the 

new traffic signals at Wanneroo Road 
and the Carosa Road roundabout. 

Construction is now underway north 
of Edward Street to just south of 
Galileo Avenue, of a new single lane 
in each direction. 

Works will then progress on the 
new dual lane roundabout to be 
constructed at the Pinjar Road/
Caporn Street/Hollosy Way 
intersection.

Dune Restoration, Mindarie 
and Quinns Rocks

Dune restoration will continue 
at various sites in the coastal 
and north wards this year, with 
$80,000 going towards planting 
at sites that have already been 
stabilised, including Longbeach 
Reserve Mindarie, Rosslare 
Promenade, Mindarie and Quinns 
Surf Life Saving Club. 

A further $40,000 will be spent 
on major dune stabilisation works 
at Longbeach Reserve Mindarie, 
wind protection fencing, laying 
of brushing and matting for 
stabilisation and planting.

Marmion Avenue, Mindarie

An 850m long new asphalt 
surface will be the basis of 
rehabilitation works on Marmion 
Avenue. 

The western carriageway from 
Quinns Road to 420m south of 
Hester Avenue will be resurfaced 
between July and September.

Yanchep Active Open Space 
Playing Fields, Yanchep 

$1 million has been set aside in 
the 2011/12 budget for stage one 
construction of the long-awaited 
District Playing Fields, which will 
begin in 2012.

The design of the sports field 
and associated facilities will 
progress once the final earthwork 
design and approvals have been 
completed by the land developer.

A further $240,000 has been 
allocated for the sports amenities 
building. 

The detailed design and 
documentation will be carried out 
in 2011/12, as well as consultation 
with resident sporting clubs. 

The building will be done in two 
stages, with changing rooms, 
toilets, storage areas and kiosk 
facilities in the first stage, with 
construction expected in 2012/13.

Houghton Park, Carramar

Construction of the first stage 
of a sports amenities building at 
Houghton Park is expected to 
begin in August. 

The $700,000 project will include 
changing rooms, toilets, storage 
areas and kiosk facilities for 
resident clubs.

Beach Access Queenscliff Park, Quinns Rocks

A new beach access-way will be built at the end of summer 2012 at 
Queenscliff Park, Ocean Drive. 

The concept plan was endorsed by Council in April and community 
consultation will occur in September 2011.

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The City of Wanneroo’s coastline 
extends 39 kilometres from 
Tamala Park to Two Rocks and 
provides an excellent environment 
for residents to enjoy recreational 
activities and the region’s natural 
assets.

“As the City’s population continues to 
grow and more of the City’s residents 
use the coast, so too will the need for 
a consolidated Coastal Management 
Plan,” Mayor Jon Kelly said.

The Coastal Management Plan (CMP) 
aims to provide an overview of 
current and future coastal land uses. 
It will enable the City to focus further 
research and ultimately allow for 
effective planning, implementation 
and management of recreation and 
conservation coastal areas, together 
with coastal facilities and assets both 
now and into the future. 

The CMP is being developed in 
two parts. Part 1 of the CMP was 
endorsed by Council for public 
consultation at the Council meeting 
on 31 May 2011. The public 
consultation will commence shortly 
and will aim to identify areas of 
interest that may require further 
investigation.

Part 1 of the Plan will investigate:

• The possibility of designating 
additional dog beaches

• The possibility of designating a 
horse beach within the City of 
Wanneroo

• Tourism ventures within the City of 
Wanneroo

• The possibility of segregating 
recreational beach activities

• The possibility of additional Surf 
Life Saving Clubs

• Naming beaches along the entire 
City of Wanneroo coastline

“The coast is one of the City’s 
greatest assets and provides many 
opportunities for recreation, tourism 
and protection of the environment, 
which is why it is so important 
that our residents take part in the 
community consultation for this vital 
plan,” Mayor Kelly said.

Help us manage our coastline

More than $2 million worth of 
projects have been approved 
in the 2011/12 budget for key 
suburbs in the City of Wanneroo, 
including Alexander Heights, 
Koondoola and Landsdale.

Landsdale residents will benefit 
from improvements to existing 
infrastructure, including a $650,000 
upgrade to Warradale Reserve, which 
will see the oval extended, while a 
further $20,000 will be spend on 
upgrading the Warradale Community 
Centre.

In Broadview Park work will be 
done on pathways and the lookout 
structure and street-lighting will be 
upgraded on Abbotswood Drive at 
The Broadview roundabout.

Motorists will also notice 
improvements on Alexander 

Drive, with $450,000 allocated 
for rehabilitation of the eastern 
carriageway between Gnangara  
Road and Kingsway, and a 570m 
section of the western carriageway.

In Koondoola an assessment will 
be carried out to determine the 
site and amenities required for a 
new community facility, and traffic 
management treatments will be 
upgraded at Hollingsworth Avenue.

The Koondoola Regional Bushland 
will undergo a $225,000 drainage 
upgrade, with drainage swales 
built at various points within the 
conservation area.

In Alexander Heights, Ian Robbins 
Park and Alexander Heights Park 
will also receive upgrades, with the 
staged construction of underground 

drainage storage systems. 

Security will also be improved at Ian 
Robbins Park, with lighting installed 
in the car park and toilet block.

Wanneroo Mayor Jon Kelly said it 
was important to continue renewing 
older infrastructure in the City’s more 
established suburbs.

“While the City of Wanneroo is 
one of the fastest growing local 
governments in Australia with many 
new suburbs, we are also home to 
several suburbs which are older and 
more developed,” Mayor Kelly said. 

“The City will continue to invest in 
both the infrastructure and services 
for the residents living in these 
areas, as Wanneroo continues its 
unprecedented growth.”

Big boosts for Koondoola, Landsdale, Alexander Heights

The City of Wanneroo’s two new 
EcoVision homes in Tapping are 
on schedule to be opened in 
September.

Mayor Jon Kelly said the two new 
EcoVision homes will showcase 
sustainability by including 8 star 
passive solar design principles 
coupled with energy efficiency and 
water minimisation features.

“The City is committed to promoting 
sustainability and these homes 
provide practical examples for 
new home builders considering 
environmental practices,” he said.

The two Eco homes are a joint 
venture between the City of 
Wanneroo and Cedar Woods 
Properties and are being built by 
Benchmark Designer Homes, with 
architectural services provided by 
Arcologic Design. ECU are a major 
sponsor of the project.

“The two homes are expected to be 
completed in September 2011 and 
home buyers, renovators and other 
interested people will be able to take 
free tours to experience sustainability 
in action,” Mayor Kelly said.

“The homes include eco friendly 
features such as bamboo floors, 
insulated cavity bricks, photovoltaic 
cells, rainwater tanks and a grey water 
system that utilises waste water from 
the laundry and bathroom to water 
the garden.”

The insulation being fitted into the 
cavity walls and roofs of both homes 
will reduce the need for artificial 
heating and cooling.

Cedar Woods’ WA State Manager 
Stuart Duplock said the homes are 
a perfect fit with the company’s 
commitment to sustainability 
principles while offering affordable 
housing solutions.

Wanneroo EcoVision homes reach lock up

Disabled access will drastically 
improve at two key City of 
Wanneroo community facilities 
with the City successfully bidding 
for over $165,000 from the 
Federal Government’s Accessible 
Communities initiative.

A universal access toilet block will 
be constructed at the popular 
Opportunity Playspace. Complete 
with specialised wheelchair-friendly 
playground equipment the Playspace 
has been a big hit with children of 
all abilities, Wanneroo Mayor Jon 
Kelly said the City received $82,441 
for this project, and the City will 
contribute the balance.

“The 2003 Survey of Disability 
Ageing and Carers estimated that 
Wanneroo had over 1,949 children 
with a disability under the age of 14, 
and more than 900 with a profound 
limitation to core activities,” Mayor 
Kelly said. “Since this time, the City 
has grown by about 8,000 people 
per year, and therefore we need to 
continually provide services for all 
members of our community.

“Since it opened in 2008, the 
Opportunity Playspace has become 
extremely popular - it was rated WA’s 

third most popular 
park by a Playgroup 
WA Poll in 2010. 

“The City is thrilled 
that the Playspace 
will be further 
improved with the 
universal access 
toilet block, a crucial 
addition for children 
requiring the use of 
accessible toilets.” 

The City of 
Wanneroo will 
receive a further 
$84,171 for the 
installation of an 
accessible lift in the 
Kingsway Indoor Stadium, while the 
remainder of the $170,000 project 
will be covered by the City.

The new lift will replace the existing 
one in the complex, which has 
been deemed inadequate for users 
experiencing mobility difficulties or 
who require the use of mobility aids. 

“Kingsway Indoor Stadium hosts 
a variety of activities as well as 
specialised programs such as 
Sportslink, which is specifically 

designed for children with 
disabilities,” Mayor Kelly said. 

“As a regional hub for activities the 
centre provides access to physical 
activity for the significant population 
of adults and children with disability 
in Wanneroo, which is estimated to 
be more than 16,500.

“We pride ourselves in Wanneroo on 
our sense of community and to be 
able to deliver access for all to our 
facilities wherever possible is a matter 
of pride for the City.” 

$165,000 boost for access

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New Driver Reviver Caravan
The City of Wanneroo’s new 
Driver Reviver Caravan will 
work to keep drivers alert 
and safe on the roads this 
year, manned by its dedicated 
volunteers.

The new van, will be located at a 
new site (rest area) on Wanneroo 
Road, 8km north of the Yanchep/
Two Rocks turnoff, providing 
drivers with an opportunity to have 
a rest and enjoy a coffee to break 
up long journeys behind the wheel.

This year the dedicated volunteers 
will be able to enjoy the comforts 
of a new custom built van, 
including a toilet and washbasin, 
air-conditioning, radio and storage 
areas - making the long hours in 
the caravan more enjoyable.

Mayor Jon Kelly said the volunteers 
played a vital role in reducing 
unsafe driver behaviour and 
encouraging drivers to take a 
break.

“Wanneroo Road is the last stretch 
of road before drivers hit the 
metropolitan area, and it is often 
dangerous due to driver fatigue 
and the desire to get home in a 
hurry,” he said.

“For the safety of drivers, their 
passengers and other road users, 
I encourage everyone to take the 
chance to enjoy a coffee break and 
stretch their legs before finishing 
the last leg of their journey home.

“I would also like to acknowledge 
the efforts of three of the City's 

elected members in the provision 
of this wonderful service. 

Councillor Rudi Steffens has been 
instrumental in the delivery of this 
service each year and obtaining the 
funding for the new van

Cr Norman Hewer and Cr Dot 
Newton JP have also played a vital, 
ongoing role in keeping the Driver 
Reviver service active.”

The new caravan has been 
purchased by the City of Wanneroo

Partnerships a plenty

The City of Wanneroo’s volunteer 
fire services have received a boost 
with six new fire fighters joining 
their ranks.

The six new recruits passed an 
intense training course that was held 
in June, with a mix of theory and 
practical components.

Recruits must now complete 20 
hours of hazard reduction or black 
out work before their full training 
course requirements are complete.

Wanneroo Mayor Jon Kelly said the 
new volunteer fire fighters would 
then be able to attend fires.

“Every winter our fire services run 
two recruit training courses for local 
residents,” Mayor Kelly said. “Once 
they have passed all of the training 
requirements, they are assigned 
to their local brigade, Wanneroo, 
Quinns Rocks or Two Rocks Volunteer 
Bushfire Brigade.

“The training occurs during the 
quieter winter months and the new 

recruits are then able to attend jobs 
during the busy summer fire season.

“Our volunteers range in age from 
teenagers through to people in their 
70s, and we are receiving more calls 
every year from people wanting 
to give up their time to help the 
community.”

Five experienced volunteer fire 
fighters were also certified to become 
trainer/assessors last month, so they 
can now deliver the training modules 
to new recruits.

The massive $22.3m redevelopment 
of the Kingsway Regional Sporting 

Complex continues, with the City 
soon to embark on Stage 5 of  

the project.

To date, works on the 
70-hectare complex 

have including the 
installation of 

lakes to improve 
irrigation to the 
entire complex, 
installing 
hydrozoing 
irrigation to the 
cricket, hockey 
and football 
areas and 
redevelopment 
of the athletics 
facilities.

The recently 
completed Stage 
4 works include 
the realignment 
of soccer and 
rugby fields and 
training areas, 
the installation 
of 15 floodlight 
towers to 
support seven 

playing and training areas and increased 
parking facilities and improved traffic 
management around the soccer and rugby 
fields.

Stage 5 works, which will commence in 
October 2011, will focus on the south 
western sector of the Complex, with works to 
include the removal of the existing clay shed, 
the relocation of the soccer club shed to a 
position south of the club house.

Players and spectators to the soccer club will 
also notice that the playing fields closest to 
the clubhouse will be significantly modified, 
with the level dropped and a retaining wall 
installed. The main pitch will also be realigned 
centrally with the clubhouse.

These works, costing $3.9m are estimated for 
completion in February 2012, in time for the 
start of the 2012 soccer season.

Mayor Jon Kelly said the masterplan for the 
Complex was a sizeable investment for the 
City but would reap benefits for the City by 
providing a sporting complex of the highest 
standard.

“When complete, Kingsway will be one of 
two facilities of its size in Western Australia 
and be able to cater for soccer, rugby union, 
football, netball, baseball and softball, cricket 
to WACA competition standard and little 
athletics,” he said.

Kingsway Regional Sporting Complex
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Northern suburbs artists were 
the big winners at the City of

The other major 
prize category was 
for the Best City of 
Wanneroo resident, 
with $1,500 awarded 
to Butler resident 
Christopher Young 
for his light-jet print.

Wanneroo Mayor 
Jon Kelly said with 
$12,000 worth of 
prizes, this was the 

richest art awards the City had held.

“This year the City received more 
than 260 entries from artists across 
Western Australia, and one third of 
them were from City of Wanneroo 
residents,” Mayor Kelly said.

“This is the second year the City has 
held these prestigious awards at the 

purpose built exhibition gallery at 
the Wanneroo Library and Cultural 
Centre, which is proving to be the 
cultural hub of the City.”
