Objective 
 

¶ To ensure that there is a process in place to outline access to the recorded proceedings of 
Council. 

 

¶ To emphasise that the reason for recording of Council Meetings is to ensure the accuracy of 
Council Minutes and that any reproduction is for the sole purpose of Council business. 

 
Statement 
 
Recording of Proceedings 
 
(1) Proceedings for meetings of the Council, Electors, Audit Committee and Public Question Time 

during Council Briefing Sessions shall be recorded by the City on sound recording equipment, 
except in the case of meetings of the Council where the Council closes the meeting to the 
public.   

 
(2) Notwithstanding subclause (1), proceedings of a meeting of the Council which is closed to the 

public shall be recorded where the Council resolves to do so. 
 
(3) No member of the public is to use any electronic, visual or vocal recording device or instrument 

to record the proceedings of the Council or a committee without the written permission of the 
Council. 

 
Access to Recordings 
 
(4) Members of the public may purchase a copy of recorded proceedings or alternatively listen to 

recorded proceedings with the supervision of a City Officer.  Costs of providing recorded 
proceedings to members of the public will be the cost of the CD plus staff time to make the 
copy of the proceedings. The cost of supervised listening to recorded proceedings will be the 
cost of the staff time. The cost of staff time will be set in the City's schedule of fees and 
charges each year. 

 

(5) Elected Members may request a recording of the Council proceedings at no charge.  However, 
no transcript will be produced without the approval of the Chief Executive Officer.  All Elected 
Members are to be notified when recordings are requested by individual Members. 

 
Retention of Recordings 
 
(6) Recordings pertaining to the proceedings of Council Meetings shall be retained in accordance 

with the State Records Act 2000 (General Disposal Authority for Local Government Records). 
The current requirement for the retention of recorded proceedings is thirty (30) years. 

 
Disclosure of Policy 
 
(7) This policy shall be printed within the agenda of all Council, Special Council, Electors and 

Special Electors meetings to advise the public that the proceedings of the meeting are 
recorded.

DEC Management Plan to consider issues and identify actions to maintain and 
enhance the east-west ecological and open space linkages from the coast 
through Tamala Park to Neerabup National Park; 

 
6. Supports the inclusion of recommendations from the Aboriginal Heritage Survey 

by the Western Australian Planning Commission into the DEC Management Plan;  
and 

 
7. Supports installation of a perimeter fence to prevent unauthorised vehicle 

access, however this should not adversely impact on properly managed 
pedestrian and cycle access to the Park.

a) Greater consideration be given to improving intra and inter-regional public 

transport connections outside of the central sub-region, rather than growth in 
public transport infrastructure continuing to focus on moving commuters to and 
from the Perth CBD; 

 
b) The plan be treated as a dynamic document to inform government investment in the 

timely and coordinated delivery of public transport infrastructure over the next 20 
years, but which is refined and expanded over that period in response to changes in 
population growth figures and progress in planning and development in the north-
west sub-region, in particular in East Wanneroo and the Cityôs Northern Coastal 
Growth Corridor; 

 
c) To contribute to the achievement of employment self-sufficiency targets for the 

north-west sub-region, increased provision is made for strategic public transport 
infrastructure and high frequency connections between major employment nodes 
and population growth centres, such as East Wanneroo, the Northern Coastal 
Growth Corridor, Neerabup, Wangara, Wanneroo Town Centre, Girrawheen and 
Koondoola; 

 
d) As part of the Stage 1 projects, the proposed light rail link from the Perth CBD to 

Mirrabooka, be extended further north to Girrawheen and Koondoola (at Beach 
Road) and terminating at Hepburn Avenue (providing for east-west connection 
between Kingsway Regional Sporting Complex/Kingsway City Shopping Centre and 
the light rail station). In the longer term, as part of the Stage 2 projects, it is 
recommended that the plan make provision for rapid transit infrastructure (light rail) 
connection from Mirrabooka Avenue, through East Wanneroo, to Joondalup;  and 

 
e) The plan include an implementation program, including actions, responsibilities 

and timeframes to better transition key initiatives into project planning, evaluation 
and delivery.

 Draft Public Transport Plan Comment City of Wanneroo Comment and Recommendation 

1 Public Transport Connectivity to Outer 
Metropolitan Perth 

 

1.1 Page 3 of the draft Public Transport Plan 
(PTP) recognises that an increasing 
concentration of housing, employment and 
major services in the central and inner parts 
of Perth will shape the future public 
transport system. 

The draft PTP also indicates that over the 
next 21 years, much of the investment in 
public transport infrastructure and system 
improvements is needed within 15km of the 
Perth CBD (page 6). 

 

The proposed public transport network focuses predominantly on connectivity to and within 
the Perth CBD and inner suburbs. Consequently the current and proposed network lacks 
consideration of connections to and within outer metropolitan Perth, including many 
significant growth areas in the City of Wanneroo such as East Wanneroo, Wanneroo and 
Kingsway Activity Centres, Wangara and Neerabup industrial areas, the Girrawheen-
Koondoola housing precincts and the northern coastal growth corridor (Alkimos, Eglinton, 
Yanchep and Two Rocks). 

The City is concerned with this given there is currently no major public transport 
infrastructure (aside from the Clarkson train station) or strategic employment-generating 
infrastructure located in the City of Wanneroo. The north-west sub-region (comprising the 
Cities of Wanneroo and Joondalup) has the lowest level of employment self-sufficiency in 
the Perth and Peel regions. Directions 2031 and Beyond proposes an employment self- 
sufficiency target of 60 percent for the sub-region to be achieved by 2031. Transport 
modelling for the north-west sub-region prepared on behalf of the Department of Planning 
(DoP) as part of the review of the North West Corridor Structure Plan (completed in 2010), 
shows that the transport network planned under the Metropolitan Region Scheme cannot 
support the proposed growth for the area unless the employment self-sufficiency is lifted 
significantly above 65 percent. Major public transport infrastructure and improved 
connectivity within the region is therefore required to deliver adequate employment self- 
sufficiency levels and to reduce the forecasted congestion and overcrowding on the existing 
and planned road and public transport network. 

It is recommended that the PTP identify and promote better opportunities for public 
transport connections to and within the north-west sub-region to create a better public 
transport network that is integrated with centres identified in State Planning Policy 4.2: 
Activity Centres for Perth and Peel (SPP 4.2), to facilitate and provide viable opportunities 
for business investment, employment creation and economic development outside of the 
CBD.  

These recommendations are reflected in the plan included as Attachment 5, and reflect the 
Cityôs submission on draft Directions 2031 (see minutes of 25 August 2009 Council Meeting, 
item PS05-08/09). 
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2 Population and Employment Modelling 
Inputs 

 

2.1 Page 11 of the draft PTP states that public 
transport needs have been based on 
Western Australian Planning Commissionôs 
(WAPCôs) Directions 2031 and Beyond 
projected population of 2.2 million people by 
2031.  

The public transport network identified in 
the draft PTP has been prepared to support 
a population of 3.5 million which will provide 
clear guidance for the medium term network 
(to 2031). 

The Department of Transport has provided the City with detailed figures (by local 
government area) which have been used as part of the modelling for the draft PTP.  An 
analysis of these figures indicates that the modelling undertaken for the draft PTP closely 
reflects the growth targets of Directions 2031 and Beyond.  In the case of the north-west 
sub-region, Directions 2031 and Beyond estimates a 2031 population of 395,000 for the 
sub-region, while the draft PTP modelling assumes a corresponding figure of 390,000.  In 
respect to employment, Directions 2031 and Beyond estimates a 2031 employment figure of 
125,000 for the north-west sub-region, while the draft PTP modelling assumes a 
corresponding figure of 122,000. 

In contrast to the above, the employment modelling figures that underpin the PTP for the 
ócentral sub-regionô (Perth CBD and inner suburbs) are substantially higher than those 
contained in Directions 2031 and Beyond.  The employment figure for the draft PTP 
modelling for the central sub-region is 585,000, compared to the Directions 2031 and 
Beyond figure of 570,000.  This increase presumably reflects the major projects proposed in 
and around the Perth CBD, and the Stirling City Centre project.  This is contrary to the 
fundamental ethos underpinning Directions 2031 and Beyond, which is to promote higher 
levels of employment growth in the outer metropolitan regions. 

Of greater concern however, is the difference between population growth figures used in the 
draft PTP modelling and the Cityôs commissioned population forecasts (Forecast.id). For 
example, the draft PTP modelling assumes a 2031 population for the City of Wanneroo of 
213,000, whereas the corresponding Forecast.id population estimate is 305,381.  For the 20 
year period from 2011 to 2031, this represents a significantly different rate of population 
growth between the draft PTP modelling of 2,850 persons per year, compared to 
Forecast.id of 7,450 persons per year. The City has previously raised this issue in its 
submissions on draft Directions 2031 and the draft Outer Metropolitan Sub-Regional 
Strategy (see minutes of 16 November 2011 Council Meeting, item PS03-011/10). 

The City of Wanneroo contains some of the least constrained and most accessible urban 
and urban deferred land in the Perth and Peel regions.  The urban and urban deferred 
zoned land in the northern coastal growth corridor is at a highly advanced stage of statutory 
approvals and service infrastructure planning.  Given this, and the development intentions of 
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the major landowners in that area, it is evident that the level and rate of growth in the north-
west sub-region will significantly exceed the forecasts included in Directions 2031 and 
Beyond, and the draft PTP. The Cityôs population projections for the northern coastal growth 
corridor (referenced throughout this submission) are more closely aligned with the District 
Structure Plans (DSPs) as these better reflect developer intentions and have been 
endorsed by the WAPC.  

The draft PTP is based on a growth scenario which is likely to be far short of reality and 
which may therefore grossly underestimate the public transport requirements for the north-
west sub-region.  The City recommends that the modelling inputs be reviewed to properly 
take into account those matters and to ensure key public transport infrastructure and service 
provision to support the Cityôs rapidly growing population can be properly identified, planned 
for and delivered.   

3 Northern Suburbs Railway   

3.1 Page 21 of the draft PTP discusses 
óRailway Network 220 kmsô and states that 
within 21 years, the Northern Suburbs 
Railway from Butler to Yanchep will be 
extended with stations at Alkimos, Eglinton 
and Yanchep. However, on page 24 of the 
draft PTP, the northern suburbs railway 
extension is included as a transformational 
project to be implemented before 2020. 

The City strongly supports the early delivery of the northern suburbs railway extension, as it 
will support employment creation, business investment and development of the northern 
coastal growth corridor. However, it is not clear in the draft PTP if the Alkimos, Eglinton and 
Yanchep stations will be constructed as part of the railway infrastructure before 2020 (p. 24) 
or within 21 years by 2031 (p. 21). It is critical that the Alkimos, Eglinton and Yanchep 
stations are constructed before 2020, as the staging of development in these areas reveals 
that by 2021, Alkimos-Eglinton will have a population of 16,900 and Yanchep-Two Rocks 
will have a population of 26,000, thereby requiring the provision of this key public transport 
infrastructure. 

3.2 Page 7 of the draft PTP refers to the 
proposed light rail route to the central 
northern suburbs (Mirrabooka), and the 
northern suburbs railway extension to 
Yanchep as two ótransformational projectsô. 

The draft PTP proposes that these 
transformational projects ought to be 
conditional on a number of criteria, 
including: óA contribution to the capital cost 

Placing this condition (requiring private sector contribution to capital cost) on the extension 
of the railway to Yanchep as proposed by the draft PTP raises the following issues: 

¶ It infers that the railway extension proposed by the draft PTP will only proceed if this 
condition is met.  While the City has no objection to the State Government exploring this 
as a possible funding source for the project, this should not be a prerequisite for the 
timely and coordinated delivery of critical transport infrastructure be the State 
Government. 

¶ The draft PTP does not include any details regarding how such a development 
contribution arrangement would be undertaken or by whom. In this regard, the City is

not prepared to administer such a development contribution arrangement, given the 
responsibility for public transport infrastructure rests with the State Government.  

4 Railway Stations  

4.1 Page 22 of the draft PTP includes the 
ultimate public transport network for a city 
of 3.5 million people. The ultimate network 
plan identifies future stations at Alkimos, 
Eglinton and Yanchep. However, additional 
stations at South Yanchep and North 
Alkimos, identified in the WAPC adopted 
DSPs for these areas, have not been 
discussed or included.  

The current northern suburbs railway alignment included in the draft PTP proposes three 
stations at Alkimos, Eglinton and Yanchep.  

As stated in Comment 2.1 above, it is evident that the level and rate of growth in the north-
west sub-region will significantly exceed the forecasts included in Directions 2031 and 
Beyond, and the draft PTP.  The modelling inputs for both Directions 2031 and the draft 
PTP are based on 2031 projections and therefore do not take into account the population 
projections at full build out of the northern coastal growth corridor being over 220,000 
compared to 88,400 by 2031. In light of this almost tripling of population between 2031 and 
full build out, there is no doubt the South Yanchep and North Alkimos stations will be 
required in the long term to service the northern coastal growth corridor population. 

The City has long advocated for extension of the northern suburbs railway and associated 
railway stations, including the North Alkimos and South Yanchep stations as a way of 
supporting the development of the northern coastal growth corridor, while also acting as a 
catalyst for business investment and employment attraction. If the construction of these 
stations is ruled out by the Public Transport Authority and the Department of Transport 
altogether, even though they will be required in the long term, the development of the 
surrounding area will fail to respond to longer term planning objectives and will either lead to 
a poor form of design that is incompatible with the long term land use, or will affect the 
viability of these stations altogether.  

The inclusion of the South Yanchep and North Alkimos stations would increase and better 
connect the walkable catchments around stations thereby improving public transport 
patronage levels, and allowing the opportunity for Transit Oriented Development (TOD) 
around stations, together with park and ride facilities where applicable. Although the 
provision of train stations may impose an initial financial cost on state government transport 
agencies, the patronage levels and overall built form outcomes would present longer term 
benefits for users of the rail network.  It will also mean a higher return on investment in the 
railway, and a reduction in the number of private vehicle trips. 
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The DSPs within which these stations are located have been endorsed by Council and the 
WAPC and further local structure planning has already been undertaken for these areas 
with an expectation that the stations will be delivered. These plans have also been 
endorsed by Council and the WAPC and (in the case of land surrounding the South 
Yanchep station) subdivision approval has been granted and development commenced on 
the premise that the South Yanchep station will eventually be delivered.  

The draft PTP includes recommended principles for supporting integration of public 
transport and land use planning, and these endorsed structure plans are considered to 
better reflect the recommended principles than the proposal under the draft PTP to not 
include these additional stations.  The City therefore recommends that the South Yanchep 
and North Alkimos stations be referred to as ófuture passenger rail stationsô on page 21 and 
shown on the ultimate network plan on page 22.  

5 Light Rail  

5.1 The ultimate network plan on page 22 
proposes a light rail connection from Perth 
to Mirrabooka, and then a bus rapid transit 
connection from Mirrabooka to Joondalup. 

Further information obtained by the City indicates that the proposed light rail link from Perth 
to Mirrabooka is intended to terminate on Mirrabooka Avenue, just north of Reid Highway. 
Further north (1.5 kilometres) and along either side of Mirrabooka Avenue are the suburbs 
of Koondoola and Girrawheen.  

The City has finalised Local Planning Policy 3.1: Local Housing Strategy Implementation 
(LPP 3.1) which provides a framework for implementing higher residential densities (R40 
and R60) in those parts of Wanneroo, Koondoola, Girrawheen, Yanchep, Two Rocks and 
Quinns Rocks which meet certain criteria, including proximity to centres and public transport 
routes. Of these, the Wanneroo and Girrawheen-Koondoola housing precincts are identified 
for priority implementation. The increased residential densities planned for the Girrawheen-
Koondoola housing precinct alone are expected to yield an (approximately) additional 
15,000 new dwellings at full build out; representing a forecast population increase of more 
than 30,000 residents. Further to the north-west (5 kilometres) is the Kingsway City Activity 
Centre, proposed for a major $100 million redevelopment in the near future, as well as the 
Kingsway regional recreation complex. 

In light of the significant density and population increases expected in the localities of 
Girrawheen and Koondoola, and to complement the major redevelopment of Kingsway City 
Activity Centre and adjacent regional recreation complex, it is recommended that the 
Proposed Stage 1 Projects for Rapid Transit Infrastructure (page 25) include the extension 
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of the light rail from Mirrabooka further north through Beach Road and terminating at 
Hepburn Avenue. This could then be complemented by high frequency east-west public 
transport connections along Hepburn Avenue from the terminating light rail station to the 
Kingsway City Activity Centre and adjacent Kingsway recreation complex. This would 
greatly assist in achieving the objectives of SPP 4.2 with regard to reducing reliance on 
private vehicle transportation and improving public transport services in and around activity 
centres. 

5.2 Page 24 of the draft PTP states that a 
railway connecting the Perth CBD to 
Mirrabooka Avenue and beyond through 
East Wanneroo to Joondalup was 
considered, but it could not be justified 
based on the projected scale and density of 
future development in East Wanneroo and 
the cost to construct tunnels from the City to 
north of Mirrabooka.  

It is later stated on page 24 that a light rail 
service could be extended through East 
Wanneroo to Joondalup in the longer term. 

  

The City would strongly support an extension of the proposed light rail through East 
Wanneroo to Joondalup in the longer term.  The East Wanneroo Structure Plan prepared by 
the Department of Planning (2011) proposes to accommodate a population of 65,000 and a 
dwelling yield of 25,000 at full build out.  It also proposes a number of major employment 
areas.  Furthermore, the Neerabup industrial area, located immediately to the north-west of 
the East Wanneroo Structure Plan area, comprises 1,000 hectares of zoned industrial land 
which could deliver 20,000 jobs at build out.  

To support future housing and employment growth in this corridor and to ensure future 
planning has regard to the ultimate transport network, it is recommended that the Proposed 
Stage 2 Projects for Rapid Transit Infrastructure (page 29) denote a future rapid transit 
infrastructure (light rail) connection from Mirrabooka Avenue through East Wanneroo to 
Joondalup in the longer term.  

It is also recommended that the draft PTP make reference to high frequency public transport 
connections from the Neerabup industrial area to the regional road system and other 
industrial service areas such as Wangara and Malaga located to the south and east. These 
links would alleviate the existing and future pressure on the surrounding road network, while 
a strategic freight link is being considered for the longer term.  

6 Bus Rapid Transit  

6.1 Page 21 of the draft PTP discusses óRoad 
Rapid Transit Network 413kmsô and states 
the north-west growth area will have transit 
services in Alkimos-Eglinton and Yanchep-
Two Rocks. The ultimate network plan on 
page 22 identifies a bus rapid transit 

The City strongly supports the inclusion of the bus rapid transit connection between Alkimos 
and Eglinton and the light rail connection between Yanchep and Two Rocks. However, the 
draft PTP does not identify a bus rapid transit connection between Yanchep and Two 
Rocks, which is proposed under the Yanchep-Two Rocks DSP. 

Given the Yanchep-Two Rocks area will ultimately accommodate a population of 174,200, 
which is more than three times the ultimate population of Alkimos-Eglinton (54,600), it is 
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connection between Alkimos and Eglinton. recommended that the Proposed Stage 2 Projects for Rapid Transit Infrastructure (page 29) 
also identify a bus rapid transit connection between Yanchep and Two Rocks as shown in 
the WAPC endorsed Yanchep-Two Rocks DSP. This added connection will supplement the 
light rail connection between Yanchep and Two Rocks and improve the public transport 
connectivity within the region. 

6.2 The ultimate network plan on page 22 
identifies a bus rapid transit connection 
from Whitfords to Joondalup. 

The City strongly supports the provision of bus rapid transit infrastructure connecting activity 
centres in close proximity to the coast within the north west sub-region. However, the 
opportunity exists to extend this bus rapid transit infrastructure to support the maturing 
coastal suburbs further north of Joondalup and to complement this with high frequency east 
west public transport connections between the coast and the existing and proposed train 
stations in these suburbs. This would alleviate pressure on the northern suburbs railway as 
this bus rapid transit infrastructure would operate in parallel to and to the west of the railway 
and simplify trips for those working in around these centres and Joondalup.   

It is recommended that the Proposed Stage 2 Projects for Rapid Transit Infrastructure (page 
29) include the extension of the future rapid transit infrastructure from Joondalup to 
Clarkson and Butler. This could then be complemented by high frequency east west public 
transport connections between Clarkson station, Ocean Keys activity centre and Mindarie 
marina, and between Butler and Jindalee to support tourism activity at Mindarie and the 
intensification of the future Clarkson secondary centre and Brighton district centre (Butler). 
This would greatly assist in achieving the objectives of the WAPCôs SPP 4.2 with regard to 
reducing reliance on private vehicle transportation and improving public transport services in 
and around activity centres.  

6.3 Page 18 of the draft PTP compares the 
major public transport corridors in 2008 and 
2031. The draft Plan notes that a number of 
new corridors are evident, including the 
óadditional demand from the north west 
urban growth areasô. 

 

Although this section of the draft PTP recognises the óadditional demand from the north 
west urban growth areasô, it makes only limited provision for rapid transit infrastructure to 
accommodate this demand in the ultimate network plan (page 22). 

The opportunity exists to provide bus rapid transit infrastructure along Wanneroo Road, as it 
currently performs the role of a primary traffic corridor serving the northern suburbs. This 
north-south public transport connection will be crucial to support the northern suburbs and 
East Wanneroo, particularly if light rail cannot be delivered through East Wanneroo to 
Joondalup until a much longer timeframe.   

In comparison to other major traffic corridors, Wanneroo Road has the physical capacity to 
accommodate bus rapid transit infrastructure, and has a range of high intensity uses along 
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its length. Bus rapid transit infrastructure along Wanneroo Road would support the future 
increased dwelling yields in the Girrawheen-Koondoola and Wanneroo housing precincts, 
the intensification of the Kingsway City Activity Centre and Wanneroo Town Centre into a 
secondary centre. Again, if light rail cannot be delivered through East Wanneroo to 
Joondalup until a much longer timeframe, bus rapid transit infrastructure along Wanneroo 
Road would also support the future urban development of East Wanneroo and could be 
connected to the Neerabup industrial area.  

Bus rapid transit infrastructure along Wanneroo Road would also alleviate pressure on the 
northern suburbs railway as this bus rapid transit infrastructure would operate in parallel to 
and to the east of the railway and simplify trips for those living and working in around the 
areas alongside Wanneroo Road.  The north-west sub-region transport study undertaken for 
the DoP and referred to in Comment 1.1 above found that without provision of such a bus 
rapid transit route along Wanneroo Road, by 2031, it would take approximately 1½ hours to 
travel by bus from Wanneroo to Perth CBD during peak times.    

For the above reasons, it is recommended that the Proposed Stage 2 Projects for Rapid 
Transit Infrastructure (page 29) identify future rapid transit infrastructure along Wanneroo 
Road from Joondalup Drive to Perth CBD.  

6.4 In the comparison of major public transport 
corridors between 2008 and 2031 (page 
18), Ocean Reef Road has been highlighted 
as accommodating between 3,000 to 
10,000 passengers per day.  

In its submission on the draft Gnangara Sustainability Strategy, the City recommended an 
investigation of the State Forest/pine plantation area between East Wanneroo and 
Ellenbrook for future urban development, and an associated east west transport connection 
between these areas. The City also recommended this transport connection between East 
Wanneroo and Ellenbrook in its submission on draft Directions 2031. 

If the area between East Wanneroo and Ellenbrook is identified for urban development in 
future planning, the City recommends the Proposed Stage 2 Projects for Rapid Transit 
Infrastructure (page 29) earmark the extension of future rapid transit infrastructure along 
Ocean Reef Road/Gnangara Road to Ellenbrook to service the public transport demands of 
this future community. 

7 Provision of Potential Airport  

7.1 The draft PTP does not make any provision 
for a future regional airport within the north 
west sub-region.   

In its submission on draft Directions 2031 and the draft Gnangara Sustainability Strategy 
(see minutes of 25 August 2009 Council Meeting, item PS07-08/09), the City recommended 
the provision of an airport on post-pine parkland to the north east of the Neerabup industrial 
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area.  

The draft Outer Metropolitan Sub-Regional Strategy made reference to the completion of a 
feasibility study for the future provision of an airport in the north west sub-region with 
stakeholders being the City, Department of Planning and Commonwealth Government 
(page 60). Given that the draft PTP has been prepared to accommodate an ultimate 
population of 3.5 million, the City recommends that a ófuture airportô in the north west sub-
region be shown on the ultimate network plan (page 22) and reference be made to the 
feasibility study to be undertaken (page 21). While it is accepted that a future airport is not 
classed as public transport for the purposes of the draft PTP, the plan should recognise and 
make allowance for the provision of an airport in this location. This could include making 
provision for rapid transit infrastructure connecting the future airport to Neerabup, Wanneroo 
and Joondalup. 

8 Financial Implications  

8.1 Page 41 of the draft PTP discusses the 
current lack of power for state government 
agencies such as Main Roads WA to 
influence local governments where regional 
services and infrastructure networks are 
involved.  The draft PTP states that 
provisions are needed for state government 
agencies to be equipped with an 
appropriate level of authority where local 
opposition or reluctance could jeopardise 
the development of a transit related project. 

The City agrees that provisions are needed to formalise and clearly set out the role of state 
government agencies in the delivery of the draft PTP. However, the draft PTP states that 
this could be in the form of Main Roads WA having the ability to direct local governments to 
build and maintain particular infrastructure items, allowing Main Roads WA to construct 
infrastructure and hand it over to local government for maintenance, or for Main Roads WA 
to assume responsibility for roads or lanes as main roads and have them under their care 
and control.  

Where bus rapid transit, light rail or rail infrastructure is required at a regional scale, the City 
considers it entirely inappropriate to be involved in the building and or maintenance of these 
items. The provision and management of these regional level public transport infrastructure 
items is the responsibility of state government agencies, not local government. Local 
government generally lacks the resources to coordinate, plan, construct, maintain and 
manage regional public transport infrastructure. The City considers it more appropriate that 
local governments have an advisory role in the provision of regional public transport 
infrastructure.  

It is recommended that this section be amended to remove reference to local governments 
constructing and/or maintaining regional public transport infrastructure items such as bus 
rapid transit, light rail and rail, as the provision and management of these items are the 
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responsibility of state government agencies. 

9 Implementation  

9.1 Throughout the draft PTP, reference is 
made to various issues that need to be 
resolved, and for various studies, policies 
and strategies to be developed to facilitate 
the finalisation of the draft PTP.  

The draft PTP does not include a section which sets out the actions that need to be taken to 
move to the next stage of the Decision Making Framework set out on page 5, being Project 
Planning and Evaluation. 

The City recommends that the draft PTP is amended to include a section on 
Implementation. This section should indicate the actions that need to be carried out 
following the finalisation of the draft PTP and leading to Project Planning and Evaluation. 
This section should include reference to lead agencies and timeframes to ensure the 
actions are specific, measurable, achievable, realistic, and time-bound.  

10 Review  

10.1 The draft PTP does not make reference to a 
whole of government feedback review 
system 

As noted in Comment 2.1 above, the draft PTP is based on a growth scenario which is 
likely to be far short of reality, and may therefore grossly underestimate the public transport 
requirements of the City, and the north west sub-region as a whole. 

In order to inform government decision making on where and when to fund the most 
efficient roll-out or upgrading of public transport infrastructure services, it is recommended 
that a mechanism be included for reviewing the draft PTP, Directions 2031 and Beyond, the 
Outer Metropolitan Sub-Regional Strategy and the Urban Development Program 
(particularly its infrastructure component) together every five years, in order to align the 
strategic planning framework and direction of these documents, in the context of 
development trends.  

A regular review of the draft PTP against the most recent population, dwelling and 
employment projections will ensure key infrastructure and service provision to support the 
Cityôs rapidly growing population can be properly identified, planned for and delivered.
