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PROCEDURE FOR FULL COUNCIL BRIEFING 
PRINCIPLES 
A Council Briefing occurs a week prior to the Ordinary Council Meeting and provides an opportunity for Elected 
Members to ask questions and clarify issues relevant to the specific agenda items before council.  The briefing is 
not a decision-making forum and the Council has no power to make decisions.  The briefing session will not be 
used, except in an emergency, as a venue or forum through which to invoke the requirements of the Local 
Government Act 1995 and call a special meeting of Council. 
 
In order to ensure full transparency the meetings will be open to the public to observe the process.  Where matters 
are of a confidential nature, they will be deferred to the conclusion of the briefing and at that point, the briefing 
session closed to the public.  The reports provided are the Officersô professional opinions.  While it is 
acknowledged that members may raise issues that have not been considered in the formulation of the report and 
recommendation, it is a basic principle that as part of the briefing sessions Elected Members cannot direct Officers 
to change their reports or recommendations.  
 
PROCESS 
The briefing session will commence at 6.00 pm and will be chaired by the Mayor or in his/her absence the Deputy 
Mayor.  In the absence of both, Councillors will elect a chairperson from amongst those present.  In general, 
Standing Orders will apply, EXCEPT THAT Members may speak more than once on any item, there is no moving 
or seconding items, Officers will address the members and the order of business will be as follows:- 
 
Members of the public present may observe the process and there is an opportunity at the conclusion of the 
briefing for a public question time where members may ask questions (no statements) relating only to the business 
on the agenda.   The agenda will take the form of: 
ü Attendance and Apologies 
ü Declarations of Interest 
ü Reports for discussion 
ü Tabled Items 
ü Public Question Time 
ü Closure 
 
Where an interest is involved in relation to an item, the same procedure which applies to Ordinary Council 
meetings will apply.  It is a breach of the Cityôs Code of Conduct for an interest to not be declared.  The briefing will 
consider items on the agenda only and proceed to deal with each item as they appear.  The process will be for the 
Mayor to call each item number in sequence and ask for questions.  Where there are no questions regarding the 
item, the briefing will proceed to the next item. 
 
AGENDA CONTENTS 
While every endeavour is made to ensure that all items to be presented to Council at the Ordinary Council Meeting 
are included in the briefing papers, it should be noted that there will be occasions when, due to necessity, items will 
not be ready in time for the briefing session and will go straight to the Full Council agenda as a matter for decision.  
Further, there will be occasions when items are TABLED at the briefing rather than the full report being provided in 
advance.  In these instances, staff will endeavour to include the item on the agenda as a late item, noting that a 
report will be tabled at the agenda briefing session. 
 
AGENDA DISTRIBUTION 
The Council Briefing agenda will be distributed to Elected Members on the FRIDAY prior to the Council Briefing 
session.  Copies will be made available to the libraries and the Internet for interested members of the public.  Spare 
briefing papers will be available at the briefing session for interested members of the public. 
 
DEPUTATIONS 
Deputations will generally not be heard prior to the Council Briefing session and are reserved for prior to the 
Ordinary Council meeting. 
 
RECORD OF BRIEFING 
The formal record of the Council Briefing session will be limited to notes regarding any agreed action to be taken by 
staff or Elected Members.  No recommendations will be included and the notes will be retained for reference and 
are not distributed to Elected Members or the public.

The Council Briefing session will take place in the Council Chamber in the Civic Centre.

To authorise the Chief Executive Officer to sign a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with 
the City of Joondalup, for implementation of joint projects outlined in the Yellagonga 
Integrated Catchment Management (YICM) Plan. 
 

Background 

Council, at its meeting held on 17 November 2009, adopted the Yellagonga Integrated 
Catchment Management (YICM) Plan 2009 - 2014 (Item PS01-11/09) to provide a 
comprehensive and integrated approach to the joint management of the Yellagonga Regional 
Park (the Park) by the Cities of Wanneroo and Joondalup. 
 
The preparation of an MoU is the first of 20 projects listed within the YICM Plan.  
 
Administration has reviewed and amended the MoU prior to finalisation and signing. The 
MoU was signed by the City of Joondalup in April 2011, and subsequently referred to the City 
of Wanneroo for signing. 

Detail 

The MoU (copy included as Attachment 1), espouses the principles of partnership and 
cooperation between the Cities of Wanneroo and Joondalup, and outlines a schedule for 
undertaking joint projects. 

Consultation 

The development of the YICM Plan included significant consultation with the community and 
other stakeholders prior to adoption by Council. As the MoU represents implementation of 
the first project of the adopted YICM Plan, no further consultation is required. 
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Comment 

The MoU reflects previous discussions between the City of Wanneroo and the City of 
Joondalup Administration to ensure delivery of joint YICM Plan projects.  
 
Signing of the MoU by both Cities will ensure adequate resources are allocated to the 
ongoing program of works associated with joint YICM Plan projects, which both Cities have 
agreed to through adoption of the YICM Plan.

Issue 

To consider a permanent night time closure of the car park at Cabrini Reserve, Marangaroo 
between the hours of 8.30pm to 6.00am on a daily basis. 
 

Background 

In October 2008 Council approved a six month trial closure of the car park at Cabrini 
Reserve, Marangaroo from 8.30pm to 6.00am on a daily basis (Report MN03-10/08). It was 
further resolved that a process of community consultation would be undertaken during the 
trial period. 

Detail 

The original decision to close the car park at Cabrini Reserve was made in response to 
community concern regarding to excessive anti-social behaviour, hooning, alleged illegal 
drug taking, and general incidents of violence. 

Consultation 

In October 2008, following the Council resolution to trial a night time closure of the car park at 
Cabrini Reserve, Administration wrote to residents inviting them to comment on the closure. 
Residents were asked to respond by 5pm Friday, 27 February 2009 however, no responses 
were received. 
 
As indicated in numerous reports to Council throughout 2007 and 2008, local residents had 
complained to the City on several occasions about the anti-social behaviour occurring in the 
car park after dark. In 2007 Council considered a petition from local residents also concerned 
with the amount of anti-social behaviour in the area.  
 
Whilst residents did not respond to the Cityôs invitation to comment on the closure in October 
2008, it is clear from previous correspondence that residents were concerned about anti-
social behaviour in the area and that they expect Council to take some action to mitigate this. 

Comment 

Physical measures such as gates and barriers can reduce the incidence of crime and anti-
social behaviour and contribute to an improvement in public safety. Since the trial closure of 
the Cabrini Reserve car park commenced in late 2008 Rangers have reported that incidents 
of anti-social behaviour in the car park have reduced significantly. On that basis 
Administration will recommend the permanent night time closure of the car park between the 
hours of 8.30pm and 6.00am daily.

Issue

Background 

In 2008 Council supported a proposal to enter into a Regional Community Safety and Crime 
Prevention Partnership Agreement with the State Government and the Northern Region 
partners, the Cities of Bayswater and Stirling (item CD06-05/08 refers).  A signing ceremony 
was held at the City of Stirling in which the Partnership Agreement was officially endorsed. 
The Office of Crime Prevention provided the following grant funding to each of the northern 
region local governments, Bayswater, Stirling and Wanneroo: 
 

¶ $10,000 for the development a Regional Community Safety and Crime Prevention Plan 
(Graffiti); and 

¶ $1,200 per annum for three years for administrative costs. 

Detail 

The Regional Partnership appointed ARID Group as consultant to assist in the development 
of the three year Northern Region Community Safety and Crime Prevention Plan (Graffiti).  
Each local authority contributed towards payment for the development of the Plan.  In 2009 
Council endorsed the Northern Region Community Safety and Crime Prevention Plan in 
relation to graffiti (item CD14-06/09 refers).  
 
Recently, Administration met with officers from the Office of Crime Prevention (OCP) to 
discuss unused grant funds of $7,473.81 remaining from the Plan development and 
administrative costs.  The Office of Crime Prevention is satisfied that the City has complied 
with the grantôs Terms and Conditions and has agreed that the surplus funds may be 
absorbed in grant funding (GRF371011) of $18,000 for the ñGraffiti Management Recording 
Software Upgradeò project to assist with the purchase of additional Personal Digital 
Assistants (PDAôs).  The $7,473.81 will supplement the Recording Software System as 
additional municipal funds are required to implement this project.   

Consultation 

Consultation has been conducted with the Office of Crime Prevention.  

Comment 

The Office of Crime Prevention supports the re-allocation of grant funding to assist with the 
implementation of the ñGraffiti Management Recording Software Upgradeò project by 
purchasing additional PDAôs.  It is therefore recommended that Council agrees to the transfer 
of unspent funds from restricted cash to the Graffiti Management Recording Software 
Upgrade project.

Issue 

To consider an application for an exemption under section 26(3) of the Dog Act 1976 to keep 
more than two dogs. 
 

Background 

Clause 14 of the City of Wanneroo Animals Local Law 1999 (Amendment 2008 GG 508) 
stipulates: 
 

ñA person shall not keep or permit to be kept on any premises more than: 
 

a) 2 dogs over the age of 3 months and the young of those dogs under that age; or 
 
b) 6 dogs over the age of 3 months and the young of those dogs under that age if 

the premises are situated on a lot having an area of 4 hectares or more, 
 

unless the premises are licensed as an approved kennel establishment or have been 
granted exemption pursuant to section 26(3) of the Dog Act and have planning 
approval under the town planning scheme.ò 

Detail 

The following application made under the Dog Act 1976 was presented for consideration at 
the meeting held 31 May 2011 (CB04-05/11).  The application was referred back to 
Administration for further follow-up, and is now resubmitted for consideration: 
 

Address of Applicant Description of Dogs 

19 Cylinders Loop, Clarkson 1. Female sterilised white Maltese Terrier Cross 
2. Female sterilised white Maltese Terrier Cross 
3. Female unsterilised tan Shar Pei 

 
Rangers have inspected the aforementioned property to ensure means exist on the premise 
at which the dogs will ordinarily be kept for effectively confining the dogs within the premise. 
 

Address of Applicant Background to Application 

19 Cylinders Loop, Clarkson Application generated following a complaint from 
neighbour 

 
 

Address of Applicant Property Zoning Size of Property 

19 Cylinders Loop, Clarkson Residential 0.0300 hectares 

Consultation 

Upon consultation with neighbouring properties for this application, one objection was 
received regarding the excessive noise made by the dogs on the property. 
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Where applications have been received by the City to keep more than two dogs, residents 
immediately adjoining the applicantôs property in question are consulted by letter to ascertain 
if they have any objections. 
 
On this occasion the following one objection was received from an adjoining neighbour. 

Comment 

In considering this application for exemption, the following two options are available: 
 
a) Council may grant an exemption pursuant to Section 26(3) of the Dog Act 1976 subject 

to conditions; or 
 
b) Council may refuse permission to keep more than two dogs. 
 
Application: 19 Cylinders Loop, Clarkson 
 
The Applicant is seeking permission from the City to keep three dogs at Cylinders Loop, 
Clarkson. The applicant seeks approval for a third dog to act as a guard dog to the property. 
A check of the Cityôs records reveals that prior to the application being made, two previous 
complaints had been lodged with Regulatory Services regarding the number of dogs on the 
property. Upon consultation with the neighbouring properties for this application, one further 
objection was received regarding the excessive noise made by the dogs on the property.   
 
The comments made by the neighbour objecting to the application to keep three dogs bought 
into question other unrelated issues between the applicant and the objecting neighbour. 
 
A Ranger has inspected the property and confirmed it is adequate for the confinement and 
exercise of the dogs. The rear, side and front fences are 1.8 metres in height and are as 
such in compliance with the Dog Act 1976. The dogs are kept in a small sized yard and sleep 
inside at night. It is recommended that an exemption under section 26(3) of the Dog Act 1976 
be granted. 
 
During the inspection of the property it was revealed that in addition to the three dogs 
currently at 19 Cylinders Loop, the applicant is also minding her sonôs dog whilst her son is 
relocating to another residence. The sonôs dog will be relocated with the son on 1 July 2011, 
resulting in three dogs remaining on the premises from this date. A Ranger will inspect the 
property post this date to ensure only three dogs remain. 

Statutory Compliance 

The exemption sought to Councilôs Animals Local Law 1999 is permissible under Section 
26(3) of the Dog Act 1976.

Issue 

To consider an update on the Small Business Centre (North West Metro) relocation to the 
Edith Cowan University Business and Innovation Centre (BIC). 
 

Background 

At its meeting held on 14 December 2010, Council considered the funding of the Small 
Business Centre (North West Metropolitan) for the period 2010/11 to 2012/13 (CB05-12/10). 
As a result, Council resolved to (amongst other things): 
 
 ñ5. SUPPORTS in principle the relocation of the Small Business Centre (North West 

Metro) Inc. to the ECU Business and Innovation Centre from 1 July 2011; 
 
 6. REQUESTS the Small Business Centre (North West Metro) Inc. undertake an 

economic analysis of relocating to the ECU Business and Innovation Centre from 
1 July 2011, and submit a report to the City of Wanneroo on its findings by 31 
March 2011, incorporating, but not be limited to: 

 
a) A financial analysis of the options, including an assessment of rental costs 

and outgoings, projected revenues, human resource requirements, and the 
like; 

b) A cost-effectiveness analysis of the options; 

c) An assessment of risk and sensitivities of the options; and 

d) An assessment of the social and environmental impact of the options. 

7. REQUESTS Administration to provide a report to Council in April/May 2011 in 
relation to the economic analysis undertaken in recommendation 6 above;ò 

 
The final report on the Economic Analysis on the relocation, as requested, was provided to 
Administration on 16 May 2011, a copy of which is included within Attachment 1.   

Detail 

The scope of the report was as per recommendation 6 of Report CB05-12/10, endorsed by 
Council at its meeting on 14 December 2011.  
 
The following serves as a summary of key points raised within the report: 
 
A financial analysis of the options, including an assessment of rental costs and outgoings, 
projected revenues, human resource requirements, and the like. 
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¶ The estimated cost to relocate and set up in the new premises is $8,760.  This includes 
costs such as the removalist, telephone and IT relocation, signage, staff wages and 
additional advertising/newsletters to promote the new site. 

¶ Projected revenues were reported to be difficult to assess objectively.  The Centre 
Manager was of the opinion that there would be a decrease in workshop revenue of 
$1,008 per annum due to additional costs being incurred to hire suitable venues. 

¶ The cost of photocopying was estimated to increase by $1,742 per annum, and the cost 
of leasing the proposed premises by $1,056 per annum. 

¶ The additional ongoing expenditure associated with the relocation are therefore estimated 
as $3,806 per annum, as outlined below: 

 
Ongoing costs associated with the move 

Item Cost  ($) Per Annum 

Hire of workshop venues  1,008 

Photocopying 1,742   

Rent and outgoings 1,056 

Total 3,806 

 

¶ It was noted that the costs associated with re-location and increased ongoing operating 
costs have not been considered within the 2011/12 budget and would result in a total 
overspend of $12,566 for the 2011/2012 financial year. 

¶ The report noted that the Business and Innovation Centre (BIC) will be handed over to 
Edith Cowan University shortly, which has created some uncertainty in relation to the 
costings.  Once the new management structure is in place, prices may be increased or 
there may be an opportunity for the Small Business Centre to negotiate a better lease 
arrangement. 

 
A cost-effectiveness analysis of the options. 
 
There is potential for the BIC site to attract greater volumes of clients from new sources, but 
these potential gains need to be balanced against increased costs. 
 
An assessment of risk and sensitivities of the options. 
 
The following were identified as highly likely to occur: 

A potential short term loss of clients; 
Inconvenience to clients; 
The reception location at the BIC lacks space; and 
Greater non Small Business Centre traffic through the BIC reception location will lead 
to interruptions/reduced effectiveness. 

 
The first two points above were deemed to have a low impact on the operations and 
therefore are not significant.  The lack of space is deemed to have a significant impact, with 
unwanted traffic through the reception area having a medium impact. 
 
An assessment of the social and environmental impact of the options. 
 
Due to the proximity of the sites and the similarity of the structures, no significant social or 
environmental impacts were recognised. 
 
Although the report did contain a fairly comprehensive coverage of the issues associated 
with the relocation, there was no definitive recommendation in relation to the proposed move.   
The final report was considered by the SBC-NWM Board on 12 May 2011 and as a result the 
SBC-NWM Chairperson advised that: 
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ñThe Management Committee of the SBC North West Metro met on Wednesday 12th 
May to discuss the merits of the Economic Analysis of Relocation to ECU Business 
and Innovation Centre. A resolution was passed that SBCNWM should remain at 
4/189 Lakeside Drive, Joondalup. 
 
The SBC North West Metro Management Committee will review the situation in April 
2012 with a view to possible re-location July 2012.ò 

Consultation

Comment 

The feasibility study undertaken by the SBC-NWM provides a reasonable overview of the 
costs and impacts of the relocation to the BIC. However the analysis undertaken is based on 
the current operating model of the BIC, which could very well change post the hand over of 
the BIC to ECU.  
 
As noted in the report, the details of the operating model to be put in place by ECU after it 
assumes responsibility for the BIC are not available at this time. This makes any reasonable 
assessment of future impacts/opportunities difficult. As such, the decision by the SBC-NWM 
to reconsider the relocation to the BIC in 12 months time is a reasonable approach, although 
the SBC-NWM will need to ensure ongoing dialogue with ECU to ensure any opportunity for 
earlier consideration of the re-location of its offices is taken advantage of.
