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Hairdressing Establishments
Hairdressing establishments are required by law to comply with the Hairdressing Establishment Regulations 1972, which outline basic health and hygiene standards in order to prevent the spread of infectious disease such as hepatitis B, C, and HIV/AIDS.

Council Approval Required

Detailed scaled drawings of the proposed hairdressing establishment must be submitted to Council’s Health Services and approval obtained prior to commencement of work.  Should a hairdresser wish to perform hairdressing procedures from a private residence, approval from the Council’s Planning Services will also be required.

Structural Requirements for Hairdressing Establishments

· Shelves, benches and tables which are used to place instruments, tools and utensils on are to be constructed of or finished with a durable, smooth, impervious material.

· The provision of cupboards, cabinets, shelves or similar fittings constructed durable, smooth materials, for the storage of clean towels, neck clothes, neck protectors and throwovers and similar articles.

· Sufficient receptacles with tight fitting lids are to be supplied for the reception of 

(i) soiled linens, soiled towels and other soiled cloths; or

(ii)  hair, paper and other trade wastes,

and are to be labelled in permanent and prominent letters ‘soiled linen’ or ‘waste.’

· A wash basin is to be provided for every 3 work stations and each wash basin is to be provided with a hot and cold water supply, liquid soap and paper towels. Where the water is delivered direct from the tap to the head an approved mixing valve is to be incorporated in the line.

· Laundry to comply with the requirements of the City of Wanneroo Health Local Law 1999.

· Refreshments provided for customers must be prepared in a room completely separate from the hairdressing section.

· The hairdressing establishment is to have natural or mechanical ventilation in accordance with the requirements of the Building Code of Australia.

· Floors are to be smooth, impervious and have a washable service.

· Each work station is to be provided with a vessel of disinfecting solution.

Disinfecting solution means –

(i) ethyl alcohol 70% (v/v) minimum with or without any other disinfectant or antiseptic;

(ii) Glutaraldehyde solution of 1% (v/v);

(iii) hypochlorite solution of 0.5% (v/v) that has been freshly made up on the day of its use;

(iv) isopropyl alcohol 70% v/v; or

(v) a solution approved as a disinfecting solution by the Executive Director, Public Health.
