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Offensive Trades

An Offensive Trade is a trade that, unless preventative measures are adopted, may become a nuisance or is of public health concern. Offensive Trades are prescribed under the Health Act 1911 and include:

· Abattoirs and slaughter houses;

· Bone mills or bone manure depots;

· Cleaning establishments, dye works;

· Fat rendering establishments;

· Fellmongeries, tanneries;

· Fish curing establishments; 
· Fish processing establishments not including retail fish shops in which whole fish are cleaned and prepared;
· Flock factories;

· Laundries;

· Manure works;

· Piggeries;

· Places for storing, drying or preserving bones, hides, hoofs or skins; 
· Premises used for dealing in scrap metal, other than by heat, for the recovery of metal;
· Shellfish and crustacean processing establishments not including retail fish shops;
· Tripe boiling establishments;

· Works for boiling down meat, bones, blood or offal; or

· Any trade business, process or manufacture which causes effluvia, offensive fumes, vapours or gases or discharging dust, food, liquid, blood or other impurity or any noxious or offensive trade, business or manufacture.  

If you wish to carry out an Offensive Trade establishment, you will be required to submit an Application to Establish and Offensive Trade Form.  You may also require planning and building approval.  In submitting an application, information relating to the following must be provided:

· Site requirements;

· Building fitout specifications;

· Food hygiene storage and preparation;

· Ventilation;

· Effluvia, vapours and gases;

· Rodent and vermin control;

· Sanitary convenience; and

· Effluent and rubbish disposal. 

Note: The applicant must advertise in a local paper advising the public they have 30 days to lodge any objection with the Chief Executive Officer of the City.  The actual application should be lodged with the City before the thirty-day period has expired which will ensure processing can be conducted simultaneously to the Public Notice Period.
An Offensive Trade Licence varies depending on the nature of the activity.  The annual prices of Offensive Trade Licenses are outlined below.
