





guide to major projects

A major investment in sporting facilities for the rapidly expanding community is a
feature in the North Ward. Yanchep will also benefit from the first stage of the lagoon
redevelopment, and several crucial road projects will be completed. Projects include:

$1m Yanchep Active Open Space Playing Fields, Yanchep
Stage one construction of the long-awaited District Playing Fields will begin in 2012.

The design of the sports field and associated facilities will progress once the final
earthwork design and approvals have been completed by the land developer.

$240,000 Yanchep Active Open Space Amenities Building,
Yanchep

The detailed design and documentation for a new sports amenities building will be
carried out in 2011/12, as well as consultation with resident and sporting clubs. The
building will be done in two stages, with changing rooms, toilets, storage areas and
kiosk facilities in the first stage, with construction expected in 2012/13.

North Ward Y/

$2.5m Neerabup Industrial Area

Strategic development of the City’s land in the Neerabup Industrial Area will continue
this year, as activity levels are now returning to normal. LandCorp has been working
on its subdivision, and the City sold a lot to Western Power for the establishment of
essential services. The $4.6m sale will allow the City to fund further subdivisions of
industrial-zoned land in Neerabup.

$1m Yanchep Lagoon Redevelopment, Yanchep

The first stage of works for the Yanchep Lagoon upgrade includes the design and approvals
for the realignment for Brazier Road, including limestone retaining walls, stormwater
drains, street lighting, pathways and car parks at Fisherman’s Hollow and Picnic Cove.
Work on the realignment will begin at the end of summer season in 2012.

$700,000 Houghton Park, Carramar

Construction of the first stage of a sports amenities building,
which will include changing rooms, toilets, storage areas and

kiosk facilities for resident clubs. Construction is expected to
begin by August and completed by January 2012.

$1.55m Joondalup Drive, Carramar (+ $1.0m
carry forward of unexpended funding from 2010/2011)

Continuation of construction of the second carriageway
of Joondalup Drive, between St Stephens Crescent to
Tumbleweed Drive that commenced during March 2011. Part
funding secured through the State Government Metropolitan
Local Road Funding (Road Improvement Program).

$15,000 Bower Grove, Two Rocks

Playground equipment will be installed at the Bower Grove
community building for the Two Rocks Playgroup.

$72,000 Hester Avenue / Wanneroo Road,
Neerabup

Street lighting provision to the busy intersection in support
of a Federal BlackSpot Project funded previously. The
upgrade works still to be completed includes an additional
right turn lane into Wanneroo Road. Traffic signals and
thereafter, street lighting, will then be installed to improve
safety. Construction is expected to begin in January 2012
and completed by May, subject to approval of land excision
from the Neerabup National Park.

The Yanchep Red Hawks Football Club and Councillors Laura
Gray and Norm Hewer are pleased construction on the playing
fields will begin in 2012.

Redevelopment of the Kingsway Sporting Complex will continue this year and major road
projects, including the $3.2 million Hepburn Avenue extension will be completed.

$3.73 million will be spent on Kingsway Stage 5

Redevelopment of the lower soccer fields adjacent to Hepburn Avenue will include
floodlighting, additional car parks, embankment spectator viewing adjacent to the
clubrooms, new goals and landscaping. Completion in time for the new soccer season
in 2012.

$300,000 Kingsway Regional Playground Stage 2

The two staged design is for a unique facility, providing nature based activities and a
sense of local community. Aims to encourage social interaction, physical activity and
provide a link with the existing walk trail network.

$170,000 Disabled lift at Kingsway Indoor Stadium

A replacement lift will be installed to improve disability access. Completion due
December 2012.

$650,000 Warradale Reserve, Landsdale

Allocated to upgrade the oval to senior AFL level and improve parking.

$126,000 Girrawheen Library Security
Electronic doors, public toilet disability access and CCTV will be installed.

$250,000 lan Robbins Park Alexander Heights
Lighting in the car park and toilet block in conjunction with Rangers’ security measures

and staged construction of underground drainage storage system to minimise
discharge into Emu Lake.

$225,000 Koondoola Regional Bushland Drainage Upgrade
Stormwater pollutant traps will be constructed at stormwater discharge points
into the Koondoola Bushland, one adjacent to Alexander Drive and another near
the southwest corner of the Bushland adjacent to Beach Road. Works proposed
early in 2012.

$3.2 million Hepburn Avenue Stage 2

As part of the City’s large road construction program a second carriageway will run
from Bellerive Boulevard to Mirrabooka Avenue.

Design is underway and tenders advertised. Works planned for December 2011, with
completion May/June 2012.

Federal Government funding of $5m was received for the combined Stage 1/Stage
2 project with $2.5m allocated to this second stage of work. Stage 1 from Mirrabooka
Avenue to Alexander Drive was opened to traffic in April 2011.
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Councillors Alan Blencowe, Stuart Mackenzie, Anh Truong and Brett Treby are pleased that
$32.75 million is being invested into local road projects.



Great lifestyle appreciated

Pensioners John and Doreen Clark of Butler say “we don‘t know how lucky we are” to live in
the City of Wanneroo.

FAQ's

How much have my rates gone up?
Rates have been increased by an average of 5.9% for 2011/2012.

What do | get for my rates payments?

Rates comprise of the largest portion of the City's operating revenue (67 %)
and provide for services and facilities including a domestic waste collection
service, community safety, roadway extensions and upgrades, rehabilitation
and park maintenance and new community facilities for the 157,000
people who reside in our City.
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Why have rates gone up?

Rates for the 2011/12 financial year have been increased by an average of
5.9% which is inclusive of domestic rubbish collection. The increase will
meet the growing demands of the rapidly increasing population, which

is expected to double by the year 2030. Increased core charges such as

an 18% increase in waste disposal charges and a 30% increase in street
lighting charges also need to be met.
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What payment options are available?

The City offers various payment methods including online at
wanneroo.wa.gov.au, BPAY, phone, mail or in person at the Wanneroo Civic
Centre or Clarkson Library. The City provides a free financial counseling
service to provide information, advice and assistance to people who

are experiencing financial difficulty. Help is available in areas such as
budgeting and advocacy. For more information, or to arrange a confidential
appointment, contact the City’s Financial Counseling Service on 9405 5000.

What is the ESL?

The ESL is the State Government imposed Emergency Services Levy.

The City acts as a collection point for this charge, which is added to your
council rates.

The City of Wanneroo has announced a budget which will see an average rate rise
of 5.9% for 2011/12. However, in some suburbs property owners may find their
rates have gone up more than this because of a change in the Gross Rental Value
of their property. Gross Rental Value (GRV) is the fair rental value of your property
as determined by the State Government’s Valuer General's Office and is an estimate
of how much you could expect to receive if you were to rent your property.

Every three years, updated GRV data is provided to Local Governments by the
Valuer Generals office. This process can vary significantly on assessed rental
information in each suburb.

Rates are then calculated by multiplying a property’s Gross Rental Value (GRV) or
Unimproved Value (UV) by the rate in the dollar set by Council.

Unimproved Value (UV) is the fair market value of your property as determined by
the Valuer General’s Office and does not take into account any improvements on
the land such as dwellings or outbuildings. Land used for rural purposes is valued
using the UV method.

If you feel that the valuation applied to your property is incorrect, you
can lodge an objection with the Valuer General’s Office within 60 days of
the issue of your Rates Notice. For further information please contact the
Valuer General’s Office on 9429 8400.

While the City of Wanneroo plays no part in the process we can offer advice to
people who are placed in difficult financial circumstances because of changes to
their GRV and a resultant higher than usual rates increase.
